The Hispanic/Latino ethnic makeup of the four county area varies from 1.4% to 38.7% with the majority of Hispanic/Latino persons located in Colfax and Platte counties.


The District has a higher percentage of Hispanic/Latinos compared to Nebraska’s overall percentage of this ethnic group.  However, our district has a much lower percentage of all other minority groups, compared to Nebraska’s total proportion.

The general population is growing in certain segments.  For example there has been much growth in the Hispanic/Latino population over time both in the State of Nebraska and in the district.  The chart below shows the 1990 Nebraska % of minorities.




Minority population is often confused with Race. They are not the same.  The minority population includes the Hispanic/Latino ethnic group.  In the mid-nineties, the United States Census projections for the state of Nebraska’s minority population were expected to reach a high by the year 2025 of 15% of the total population.

In 2007, the racial ethnic minority population of Nebraska was estimated to be 15.1%.

The dynamic of families in the service area vary by County.  Platte County has a similar breakdown to the State of Nebraska. One in four people in Platte county have an Associate’s Degree or higher and almost half had at least some college.  A little more than a fifth of the population in Nance County has < 9th grade education.  Overall, the four counties had similar education attainment proportions with high school diplomas being the highest percentage of people’s educational achievement.  The state of Nebraska’s proportion of the population with less than 9th grade education is only 5.4%, lower than all Counties in the service area.  Likewise, 23.8% of Nebraskans have a bachelors degree or higher which is much higher than any of our four Counties.

On the contrary, nobody in Colfax is receiving optimally fluoridated water.  Fluoride, a naturally occurring compound in the environment, can reduce or prevent tooth decay. Adding or maintaining tiny levels of fluoride in drinking water is a safe and effective public health measure to prevent and control tooth decay (dental caries) (CDC, 2008).  Just recently, the Nebraska Legislature passed a bill which will require all community drinking water to be fluoridated by June 1, 2010.  Only communities with 1000 or less people or with natural occurring fluoridation can opt out (NE Unicameral Legislature, 2008).

Getting enough folic acid, a type of B vitamin, before and during pregnancy prevents most neural tube defects” (National Institute of Health, 2008). Colfax County has a much higher incidence of neural tube defects than the state of Nebraska and all other counties in the service area.



SIDS, Sudden Infant Death Syndrome,” is the sudden death of an infant under one year of age which remains unexplained after a thorough case investigation, including performance of a complete autopsy, examination of the death scene, and review of the clinical history” (Willinger et al, 1991).  Nebraska’s incidence of SIDS is 0.82.  Platte and Colfax County both have higher incidences at 1.3 and 2.06 respectively.
